-Rules
-Computer keyboard (game board)
-1 Die
-4 Pawns
-4 MEMORY CARDS

-Over 700 questions
Ages : 7 and up
2 or more players or teams

Rules

To start the keyboard action game : A score-keeper (the player in charge of the score) and a time-keeper (the player in
charge of the time) are chosen. Next, each player or team places a coloured pawn on the ENTER key of the keyboard. They
choose a board of questions. Each player rolls the die and the one with the highest score starts the game. The player who
starts the game rolls the die and moves his pawn along the keyboard toward right of the Enter key. The reader chooses a
guestion corresponding to the color. The reader says the clue out loud and mimes for the opponent.

Note.- The score-keeper generally adds 10 points for a good answer, however, there are certain exceptions (see below).

Attention : Mime -The reader says job and he mimes for the opponent.
Answer: Teacher

Note. - The time-keeper gives about one minute. You can use a dictionary FRENCH-ENGLISH.

THE VIRUS KEY : The player moves this pawn to the key corresponding to the arrowhead and skips his
turn.

THE DELETE KEY : The player returns to the ENTER key (to start) and skips his turn.

COPY PASTE : The player gains 20 points instead of 10 points if he guesses the answer. Then, the next player rolls the die.

THE UP ARROW : The player goes up to the key which corresponds to the arrowhead and if he correctly answers the
question, he adds 10 points to his score. Then, the next player rolls the die.

To reach ESCAPE: You must roll the exact number on the die corresponding to the number key count remaining. If a player

does not roll the exact number needed, he kips his turn and the next player rolls the die.
Memory Cards allow opponents to respond to a question by placing their card on the board indicating their intention
to reply. The reply is made only if the player who rolls the die does not give the correct answer. Only player can

make areply. Note.- A correct answer gives 5 points. (Cut MEMORY CARDS)

The winner of KEYBOARD ACTION is to be the player or team with the highest score from the ENTER key until a player
reaches the EXIT (the escape key).

To play KEYBOARD ACTION, you need from 2 to 4 players

To start the KEYBOARD ACTION game, each player places a coloured pawn on the ENTER key. Next,
each player rolls the die and the one with the highest score starts the game.

The winner is the first one to win three games.

The keys of the KEYBOARD

THE VIRUS KEY: The player moves this pawn to the key corresponding to the arrowhead and skips his
turn.

THE COPY PASTE KEY: The player rolls the die a second time.

THE UP ARROW: The player goes up to the key which corresponds to the arrowhead.

THE DELETE KEY: The player loses the game.

Note.- To reach ESCAPE, you must roll the exact number on the die corresponding to the number key count

remaining. If a player does not roll the exact number needed, he kips his turn and
the next player rolls the die.
